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Reminder: 
Public Health Emergency Preparedness Deliverables Due August 31 

 
July 13, 2005 – All Washington tribes should have received their contract 
amendments for their FY 2004 DOH Public Health Emergency Preparedness 
funding and returned signed copies to DOH by now.   
 
This is a reminder that the FY 2004 contract deliverables are due to DOH on 
August 31.   
 
These deliverables include submission of an equipment and training list and a 
report on your tribe’s participation in local and/or regional public health 
preparedness activities.   
 
Once you have completed your contract deliverables, you will want to ensure 
that your tribe has billed the state by submitting an A-19 form.   
 
Tribes will receive 70% of the funding for completion of the equipment and 
training list deliverable and 30% of the funding for completion of the template 
documenting participation in local and/or regional activities.   
 
DOH staff plans to begin next year’s EP contracting process with tribes as early 
as September to prevent this problem from re-occurring.  Johnny Clark, the 
DOH Tribal Public Health Emergency Preparedness Coordinator, is scheduled 
discuss the FY 2005 Statement of Work with tribes at the September 9, 2005 
AIHC meeting, which will be held from 10:00 – 3:00 at the Puyallup Tribal 
Health Authority.  He is interested in getting tribal views on contract 
deliverables for FY 2005 before the Statement of Work is finalized.  If you have 
thoughts on how your tribe might be able to best use your FY 2005 allocation, 
Johnny also would be happy to speak with you prior to the September 9 
meeting.
